1. ADJUST THE LOWER LIMIT

Assume that C is the direction in which the roller door goes

down. Press the downward button on the remote control, the

roller door goes down. If the electrical machine stops rotating

when it reaches the position in picture D, adjust A to rotate in

the direction of “+” until the roller door is parallel to the ground.

If the electrical machine is still rotating downward when the

roller door touches the ground, press the stop button, adjust A

to rotate in the direction of “-”.

2. ADJUST THE UPPER LIMIT

Press the upward button on the remote control, The roller door

goes up. If the electrical machine stops rotating when it

reaches the position in picture E, adjust B to rotate in the

direction of “+”, and pay attention not to slipping off the guide

rail until it gets an appropriate position. If the roller door is still

operating upward when it gets the appropriate position, press

the stop button, adjust A to rotate in the direction of “-”.

3. ADJUST THE UPPER AND LOWER LIMIT REPEATEDLY UNTIL

IT OPERATES SMOOTHLY.
